3) Press and hold the desired memory button for
2 seconds to complete the setting.

4) If the blue LED light on the Bluetooth dongle flashes in
longer intervals, this means the pairing was successful.

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04. SPECIAL FUNCTIONS

A. & ZERO GRAVITY BUTTON

The back and leg plates adjust to the preset
zero gravity positions. Zero gravity position
helps with circulation by elevating the legs
to be higher than the heart.

B. &= PARALLEL BUTTON

Pressing this button will return the back and
leg plates to the initial flat position.

C. &= RESTFUL SLEEP BUTTON

The bed will be adjusted to a position that
slightly elevates the upper body, which helps
to alleviate snoring.

D. <& MOVIE WATCHING BUTTON

The bed will be adjusted to elevate the upper
body to the ideal position for watching
TV/movies and reading books.

01. PRECAUTIONS

* Before using the iloom Motion Bed, please read and
become familiar with all of the following guidelines.

1. BASIC PRECAUTIONS

- To prevent accidents from malfunction, unplug the bed
when it is not in use.

- Do not use the bed for any purpose other than its
original purpose.

- Please use it in compliance with the user's permissible
weight.

- The ports of the motor that are not in use are for
administrators.

2. MATTRESS

- We recommend using the mattress that is sold together
with the iloom Motion Bed.

- If purchasing the mattress separately, we do not
recommend buying the typical spring mattress, which is
not very compatible with adjustment functions of the bed.

- Be advised that the Motion Bed's single bed width is
?00mm, and this may be different from single size
mattresses sold by other companies.

3. CHILDREN AND PETS

- Make sure that children or pets do not crawl under the
bed or position themselves on the backside of the frame
while the back and leg plates are being adjusted.

- When a child operates the Motion Bed, let the child do so
only under he supervision of an adult.

- Refrain from assembling or modifying the product
arbitrarily.

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02. ITEMS TO CHECK

BEFORE CALLING THE CUSTOMER
SERVICE CENTER FOR REPAIRS

1. WHEN THE BED DOES NOT OPERATE

- Check to see if the bed is connected to the power source.

- Check to see if the green LED light for the motor, which is
attached at the bottom of the bed, is turned on.

If the LED light is off, this means that the power cord is not

plugged in properly and therefore the power has not been
turned on.

- Try plugging into a different outlet or check to see if there
are any problems with the outlet.

- Check to see if the battery for the remote control needs
to be replaced.

2. IF YOU HEAR STRANGE NOISES WHILE
THE BED IS OPERATING

* Very small noises tend to occur in most electronic
products, so such noise does not indicate product defect
or malfunction.

- Check to see if there are any obstacles under the bed.

- If the problem continues even after confirming that there is
no obstacle, contact the iloom Customer Service Center.

3. IF THE BED STOPS IN MID-OPERATION

- Unplug and then plug back in the power cord.
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03. PROHIBITED ACTIVITIES

1. Be careful not to damage the switch or cord.

2. Handling the power cord with wet hands
runs the risk of electric shock.

3. Unplug the power cord before cleaning to
avoid the risk of electric shock.

4. Keep the power cord away from potential
sources of fire.

5. Refrain from washing the bed with water as
this may cause product failure or electric shock.

6. Keep water away from the remote control to
avoid getting wet.

7. Do not operate the bed while lying down
on your stomach.

8. Do not jump on the bed.

9. Do not climb onto the back or leg plates when
they are being held in raised positions.

10. Do not craw under the bed or between the
bed frames.
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
